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WBCCI members pledge in the second paragraph of the WBCCI
Code of Ethics:
"To be ever mindful of what we say or print with
respect to the effect on others so as to avoid
disharmony and ill feelings among club members
and to dedicate ourselves to the work of cementing
together the members of WBCCI in bonds of good
fellowship and mutual understanding."”

This second paragraph of the WBCCI Code of Ethics has two distinct
goals. One is to dedicate ourselves to building friendship and
fellowship in our great club. The other is much like what our mothers
taught us, if you can't say something nice then keep it to yourself.

Sometimes we
might seem especially to want other people to learn about us so they
can know how to fit in. But as Stephen Covey wrote in his 1989
book, The Seven Habits of Highly Effective Pegop¥e must first

seek to understand before trying to be understood.

We will continue
this in meetings and in some editions of Tlaeheel Traveler

newsletter. Through member introductions we can all better try to
understand each other. | hope this can lead to strengthening our bont
of good fellowship and mutual understanding.
